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Jacob’s Ladder Seaman’s Scarf 
 

 
 

A nifty knit for a manly man. A Seaman style scarf featuring a Jacob’s Ladder 
pattern on the front panels. The seed stitch edging keeps the scarf lying flat while 

the 4x4 ribbing hugs the neck. 
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Yarn: 1.25 skeins Fiberlicious, Delightful Merino 
(220yds/50g) 

Needles: US7 

Gauge: 20sts = 4-inches, but not terribly critical. 

Abbreviations: 
wyiF = With yarn in front 
wyiB = With yarn in back 
SL1kwise = slip 1, knitwise 
K2tog = knit 2 together 
 
Ribbed Neckband (15-inches finished measurement) 
CO36, using a provisional method. (You will pick up your cast 
on row to begin the right panel.) 

Row 1: wyiF SL1kwise, K3, [P4, K4] 4 times. 

Row 2: wyiF SL1kwise, P3, [K4, P4] 4 times. 

Repeat rows 1 and 2 until the piece measures 15-inches or 
the desired length to cover the back of the neck. 

 
Jacob’s Ladder Chart 
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Chart Symbols: 
 

   =  k on RS, p on WS  6 st L cross  = Sl 3 sts and hold to front, k3, k3 slipped sts 
‐  =  p on RS, k on WS  6 st R cross  = Sl 3 sts and hold to back, k3, k3 slipped sts 
sb  =  wyiB, sl st kwise       

    
Left Panel (17½-inches finished measurement)  
With front facing, work rows 1 – 6 of the chart 17 times or until 
panel measures 1½-inches shorter than the desired length. 

K row 1. 

 
Edge Border (with wrong side facing) 

Row 1 (reduce 1 st to maintain seed stitch pattern): wyiB 
SL1kwise, [P1, K1] 8 times, P1, k2tog, [P1, K1] 8 times, (35sts) 

Row 2: wyiB SL1kwise, [P1, K1] 16 times, K2. 

Repeat row 2 until border is 1 ½ -inches long (or desired length). 
BO in pattern 

 
Right Panel 
Pick up provisional cast on row and follow instructions for Left Panel. 

Weave in ends and block flat.
